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Introduction.

The American media, educators, liberal politicians and religions and businesses are bombarding the American people with pro homosexual acceptance and lies about the truth.  With this climate it becomes necessary to write a paper that puts together all the references concerning homosexuality in the Bible to help those interested to know beyond a shadow of doubt what God says about the matter.  God does not change.  He is the same yesterday today and forever, (Hebrews 13:8).  We will present and examine references in the Old Testament and then references in the New Testament.

Old Testament References to homosexuality.

We must begin with the original 6 literal days of creation outlined in Genesis 1-2.  The obvious connotation of God’s original creation is that he made two of every kind for the purpose of reproduction.  God made the first man Adam and then later that same day according to 2:21-25, he caused Adam to have a deep sleep.  While sleeping God took a rib and made a woman that Adam named Eve probably because it was evening.  God then instituted his plan and outline for marriage between a man and a woman in verse 24.

Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother and shall cleave unto his wife and they shall be one flesh.

In chapter 1:28, God outlined his plan for the propagation of the human race when He said,

And God blessed them and God said unto them, Be fruitful and multiply and replenish the earth…

The rest of the Genesis account of their lives indicates that they were faithful to God’s command as Genesis 4:1 states,

“And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived and bare Cain…”

This verse is very important because it identifies that they were husband and wife and that they understood that God blessed sexual relations and the offspring of children for a man and woman in marriage.  No other options are offered for same sex relations or relations between a man and woman unmarried or for men and women in polygamy.  This is God’s ordinance for His human race: one man and one woman, married, bearing and rearing children.  And God said it was good.

The descendants of Adam and Eve did not obey this institution of God.  A descendant of Cain named Lamech in Genesis 4:19-23 married more than one wife.  His rebellion against God is further depicted in the text as being a murderer.  Though there is not any other pre flood references to rebellion against God’s order for marriage and family there may have been much perversion because God sent a world wide flood to destroy all living creatures because of the wickedness of the human race, Genesis 6:5.
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Leviticus 18:22, 20:13.

In Leviticus 18 and 20 God gave His people Israel His moral laws as they relate to human sexuality and the punishments for breaking His laws.  Leviticus 18:22 says,

Thou shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it is abomination.

This verse is obviously condemning sexual intercourse between men, sodomy.  And God states plainly it is abomination.  According to Strong’s Concordance, the word abomination means, disgusting moral abhorrence.  Leviticus 20:13 says,

If a man also lie with mankind, as he lieth with a woman, both of them have committed an abomination: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.

Once again the sexual act between men of sodomy is stated to be abomination and to receive the death penalty.  Such are to be executed and the guilt of their shed blood will not be upon the executor but upon themselves because God did not make them that way they with rebellious, lust filled perverted hearts chose to practice such wickedness.

Genesis 19.

After the flood and during the time of Abraham we have the first direct reference to homosexuality as an evil to be condemned and judged in Genesis 19.  God said that he would destroy the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah and described the reason in Genesis 19:20.

And the Lord said, Because the cry of Sodom and Gomorrah is great and because their sin is very grievous.

God is omniscient, that is, all knowing.  He knew what was going on.  He went down to see to cause us to see so that we would never forget the awfulness of the sins of homosexuality and perversion and know very clearly His hatred and judgment on such sin.  When the two angels, in the appearance of men entered Lot’s house, Genesis 19:4 says that the men, old and young from every quarter of the city came to Lot’s house.  Verse 5 describes for us that they intended to have a homosexual sex orgy.

And they called unto Lot and said unto him, where are the men which came in to thee this night? Bring them out unto us that we man know them.

The word, “know” is the exact same word used in Genesis 4:1 of Adam knowing his wife Eve and the conception and birth of a child that resulted.  It is clearly referring to sexual intercourse, in this case men with men.  Lot condemned their intentions by saying in verse seven, “do not so wickedly.”  The angels diffused the situation with causing

blindness to fall on all the men and led Lot, his wife and two daughters out of the city.  The judgment of God on the sin of the homosexuals of the cities is described in verse 24.

Then the Lord rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire 

from the Lord out of heaven; and he overthrew those cities, and all the plain 

and all the inhabitants of the cities…

We learn very clearly that the destruction that occurred was not a coincidence, but that it was directly from God for the sins of homosexuality.  We also note that throughout the Bible even to this very day the word “sodomy” and “sodomite” are the words of God for the sin of homosexuals.  These words are to always remind us of what God thinks of the sin and what God did to the city of Sodom because of the sin.

Deuteronomy 23:17.

This is another place where God gave His people Israel His law concerning human sexual relations.  

There shall be no whore of the daughters of Israel, nor a sodomite of the sons of Israel.

This condemnation is of men prostituting themselves for men to commit the acts of sodomy with them.

Judges 19.

Here in this text an Israelite traveling with his concubine decided to avoid spending a night in a city of heathen people probably for safety reasons, but a city of Israel occupied by Israelites of the tribe of Benjamin.  He was received by an elderly man and verse 22 says,

Now as they were making their hearts merry, behold the men of the city, 

certain sons of Belial, beset the house round about and beat at the door, and spake to the master of the house, the old man, saying, Bring forth them man 

that came into thine house that we may know him.

Once again the word “know” is used to refer to sexual intercourse, men with men, sodomy.  Notice that these men are referred to as sons of Belial.  According to The Theological Word Book of the Old Testament,  vol. 1 page 111, this not only means worthless and lawless but, “became a proper name for the prince of evil, Satan.”  To be a son of Belial may mean to be devil possessed.  Hence, homosexuals are plagued or possessed of the devil to do the sins that they do.  Once again their homosexual intentions are condemned in verses 23 and 24.

…do not so wickedly…do not this folly…unto this man do not so vile a thing.
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The homosexual sodomites would not listen and so they took the man’s female concubine in place of him and according to verse 25,

Knew her and abused her all the night until the morning…

According to the text she died from the abusive sodomy that they performed on her.  From this text we learn that sodomite homosexual men will sodomize women too.  And the act is so unnatural and so abusive that it can result in death.  Chapter 20 details the war that broke out between the opponents of the sodomites and the defenders of the sodomites.  When it was all said and done, 65,100 men died in the effort to punish and put away from Israel sodomites.  There is a horrible cost to tolerating sodomy.

I Kings 14:24.

Here we have described for us the backslidden condition of Judah after the reign of Solomon.  As the people went away from the Lord unto idols they also went into moral perversion of homosexual sodomy.

And there were also sodomites in the land: and they did according to all the abominations of the nations which the Lord cast out before the children of Israel.

I Kings 15:12.
According to verse 11 Asa was a godly king that did right in the eyes of the Lord.  One of the right things that he did in the eyes of the Lord was to eliminate homosexual sodomy.

And he took away the sodomites out of the land…

To take them away is a reference to having them all executed according to the law of God.

I Kings 22:46.

Once again we are told of a good king, Jehoshaphat, whose ways pleased the Lord who diligently sought to eliminate homosexual sodomites every time they appeared in his kingdom.

And the remnant of the sodomites which remained in the days of his father 

Asa, he took out of the land.

II Kings 23:7.

Once again we are introduced to a godly king whose ways pleased the Lord named Josiah.  With eliminating idolatry he had to eliminate sodomy.  During this period of history they were so widely accepted and tolerated they had places of business to perform their wickedness publicly before all right next to the temple of God.
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And he brake down the houses of the sodomites, that were by the house of the Lord…

Ezekiel 16:49,50.

In this text we are given the social ingredients that lend themselves toward people seeking to be and to practice homosexual sodomy.

Behold, this was the iniquity of thy sister Sodom, pride, fullness of bread, 

and abundance of idleness was in her and in her daughters, neither did she strengthen the hand of the poor and needy.  And they were haughty and committed abomination before me: therefore I took them away as I saw good.

Any society that is blessed to have abundance of food and economic prosperity to have a lot of time to be idle is a prime candidate for homosexual sodomites to rise.  Also pride, haughtiness and lack of compassion for the needy indicate the total selfish, unloving, cold heartedness of homosexual sodomites.  Also in this text we have a reference to the problem of homosexual sodomy extending also to the women, the daughters of Sodom though some take that to be a generic reference to the general inhabitants.  Once again their sin of homosexual sodomy was abomination and that God took them away, a reference to the violent overthrow of death and destruction by fire and brimstone falling from heaven.  God also clearly states that such an overthrow was good in God’s pure and righteous eyes.  Anyone who perceives that God would be mean and unloving do not understand that God is holy, righteous and just, judging and condemning sin.

The New Testament.

Now we turn to the New Testament where we have two primary passages that condemn homosexual sodomy.

Romans 1:20-32.

Homosexual sodomy is the result of rebellion and the willful rejection of the knowledge and laws of God.  It is found among them who are unthankful, vain and foolish who have darkened hearts according to verse 21 and 22.

Because that when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened.  Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools.

Because of this series of foolish beliefs and decisions, God lets them pursue the end results of the lusts of their hearts as verse 24 says.

Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of

 their own hearts to dishonor their own bodies between themselves.
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Verse 24 teaches that to follow perverted homosexual sodomite lust is uncleanness and the dishonoring of the body.  God created the body to be the temple of the Holy Ghost and to be joined in marriage to the person of the opposite sex that God chooses to lovingly enjoy sexual relations, have children and raise them for God.  

Verse 26 addresses the women.

For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections; for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature.

This verse is not saying that God made them to have these affections.  Instead, that because they reject what God has created to be good healthy and honorable for them and because they would rather pursue and fulfill perverted homosexual sodomite lust, He allows them, because they will reap what they sow.  The women exchanging the natural use for that which is against nature is obviously a refusing of the natural sexual purposes that God created women for for that which is unnatural.  This is clearly teaching that such practices are unnatural.  This may refer to women who like in Judges 19 willfully allow sodomite men to sodomize them because of perverted lust or because of the abhorrence of God creating them to be fertile and become pregnant through natural intercourse.  Or this may be a reference to female homosexuality known today as lesbianism.  Such are feminists rejecting husbands and the role of wife and mother.

Verse 27 exposes the wickedness of male homosexual sodomy.

And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in 

their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, 

and receiving in themselves that recompense of their error which was meet.

This verse gives the bottom line reason why men commit homosexual sodomy: burning in lust.  Men who do not have self-discipline and restraint on lust are heading for homosexual sodomy.  God calls it unseemly and God says that they will be recompensed.  This either refers to the physical abuse and damage such unnatural acts cause or to the curse of disease that comes on those who practice such unclean perversions.  Sexually transmitted diseases and AIDS are rampant among homosexual sodomites and lead to infestation and early death.  Once again in God’s eyes this is appropriate.

Verse 32 closes with some final condemnations of homosexual sodomites.

Who knowing the judgment of God, that they which commit such things 

are worthy of death, not only do the same, but have pleasure in them 

that do them.

Once again we are plainly told by God that homosexual sodomites are worthy of death, execution because of their rebellion and violation of God’s law.  We are also taught 
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plainly here that it is not just them that do the acts of sodomy, but them who derive pleasure from them that do the sodomy acts are to be treated as sodomites worthy of death.  To tolerate and entertain oneself with such is to be one and to fall under the same condemnation.

I Corinthians 6:9.

In this passage we are given a list of people who are not saved and who will in no way enter heaven because of being unrepentant of sin.

Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God?  

Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor

 effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind…

The word here in this list that refers to homosexual sodomites is the word “effeminate”.  This word refers to men becoming soft in appearance like women for the sake of attracting other men.  Then the words, “abusers of themselves with mankind”, in the Greek is literally coitus with men or sodomy.  People that practice this sin are not saved and are heading for damnation in Hell and must repent and be born again to escape the wrath of God.  Jesus took the wrath of God for all sin.  Homosexual sodomy is not an unpardonable sin.  Yet most are practicing it because they are in rebellion and rejection of God.  That must turn completely around to have mercy and salvation and that is what repentance and faith in Christ is all about.  Though there may not be many direct references to women homosexual sodomites, it should be concluded that women who commit the same unnatural abusive acts with each other are under the same condemnation.
